Accepted items include: landline home



and cell phones (no batteries); iPods; printers; remote controls; hand-
held games; radios; CD players; keyboards and mouses; remote disk
drives; laptop computers; and wireless headsets. Almost any small
electronic with a circuit board or electric plug is accepted. 
 
Items NOT accepted are large appliances (freezers, refrigerators,
stoves, dishwashers, washers/dryers, computer monitors, and TVs
and TV consoles) and anything that does not fit through the slot on
the collection bin.

Take your bike with you on the MAX
Now that warmer weather has finally
arrived, why not bike to the bus stop
and then ride the MAX to your final
destination?  It's an eco-friendly way to
get around town and get some exercise.
All MAX buses are equipped with dual
bike racks that accommodate most
styles of two-wheeled bikes
 
To lower the rack, just squeeze the handle and pull the rack forward
and down.  Release the wheel lock and place your bike in the rack.
Re-secure the wheel lock to hold your bike in place.  If you're the first
to use the bike rack, place your bike on the inner rack.  If you need
help, ask the driver for assistance.

Action Days by riding the MAX fixed bus
route for free.

'No Show' policy reminder    
If you no longer need a ride that you scheduled, please be
considerate and call MAX to cancel at least one hour prior to your
pickup time. This allows us to accommodate someone else who
needs a ride and helps us contain costs. As a reminder, our policy
specifies that passengers who accumulate three "no shows" within a
30-day period will have their service suspended.
