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Free Rides on MAX for Earth Day April 22
Holland, Mich. – Macatawa Area Express (MAX), the greater Holland area’s public transit system, is offering free rides on its three fixed routes for Earth Day on Saturday, April 22.  Passengers can ride the fixed routes all day long without paying the normal one way fare of $1 for adults and half price for seniors and children. 

Buses operate from 9:30 a.m. to 5:30 on Saturdays with buses arriving at stops every hour. The average ride time aboard the bus is less than 45 minutes, depending on origin and destination. 

This is the third year that MAX Transit has provided free rides on Earth Day. Transit officials hope that by offering free rides on Earth Day more area residents will consider using MAX transit on a regular basis to promote less traffic and congestion and cleaner air. In its ongoing commitment to the environment, MAX also will be offering free rides on its fixed routes on designated Ozone Action days this spring and summer.

For the past eight months, MAX has experienced a surge in ridership with March 2006 figures topping 20,000 rides. Officials attribute the sharp increase in ridership to the soft local economy, high fuel prices, and a sustained marketing effort.
