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MAX Transit Adds Custom Trolley to its Fleet
Holland, Mich. – Macatawa Area Express (MAX) transit system will have a new trolley available for public use for weddings, corporate functions, and special events beginning in early October.  MAX is expected to take delivery in late September on a new 2004 Freightliner trolley that is being custom built by Double K, Inc. of Crandon, Wis.

The new trolley is being purchased from Trolley Enterprises, Inc. of Fla., for $127,477 with capital funding from the MAX budget, which is funded by the Cities of Holland and Zeeland and Holland Charter Township.  No state or federal grants are being used for the purchase, which would have greatly restricted the trolley’s use for transporting public officials and marketing the trolley for chartered events.

Named the “Lakeshore Breeze,” the old fashioned trolley will be two-tone with a forest green lower body and a beige upper body and roof. The trolley will feature exterior oak wood trim, scrolled window etchings, gold pin striping, brass handrails, and “cow catcher” front bumper. The trolley will seat 30 passengers in wooden slat-style seating, and will be equipped with a wheelchair lift, heating and cooling system for four-season comfort, a rear exit and porch, and an AM/FM radio/cassette player and public announcement system.


Holland has not had a trolley for charter for nearly two years, and MAX transit receives a few inquiries weekly about renting a trolley for weddings, corporate functions and special events. 

The trolley will be available for charter at a rate of $125 per hour with a two hour minimum. The trolley will operate 50 miles outside the MAX transit service area, allowing its use throughout West Michigan.
