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MAX Transit Moves to Padnos Transportation Center

Holland, Mich. – Macatawa Area Express (MAX), the greater Holland area’s public transit system, has moved its administrative offices to the Padnos Transportation Center at 171 Lincoln Avenue.


Formerly the home of Holland’s Tulip Time staff, the Padnos Transportation Center will now serve as the main transfer hub of MAX Transit’s fixed route system.  The front parking lot of the Center is currently under construction and will is scheduled for completion in late August. MAX will launch its expanded fixed route system on Tuesday, September 4. 


The Center also will serve as a customer service center for passengers of MAX and Indian Trails busways.  Staff will be available during hours of operation to assist customers with purchasing tickets, transferring between buses, picking up schedules, planning trips, and answering questions.


MAX also will expand its service hours on September 4. The new hours will be 6 a.m. to 7 p.m. weekdays and 7 a.m. to 8 p.m. Saturdays. When the new routes are implemented, seniors 65 years and older, and ADA and MediCare cardholders will ride the fixed routes for free.  Fares for adults and children remain unchanged at $1 one way and 50 cents, respectively.
